DReporting lllegal Burning & Dumpingu

It is illegal in the state of Vermont
to burn or dump trash. Littering,
dumping, and burning trash
threatens our waterways, wild-
life, and public health. To combat
these illegal activities, ACSWMD

has made reporting burning or

dumping easy and anonymous. Simply, fill out
the Solid Waste Violation Complaint Form on our
website. Alternatively, call the Addison County
Sheriff's Department and report the violation. The
Sheriff's Department will investigate and en-
force based on the information reported.

D Open Year-Round: HazWaste Center D

Located at the District Transfer Sta-

tion on Route 7 South in Middle-

bury, the HazWaste Center is open

year round. Residents can drop off

household hazardous waste free

of charge without an appointment.
Non-households must make an ap-
pointment and pay for hazardous waste dispos-
al. The HazWaste Center hours are Mon. through

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New Program:
The District Transfer Station in Middlebury now
accepts mattresses and box springs for
special recycling.

Residents and businesses can bring
their mattresses or box springs to the
District Transfer Station at the following rates:
— Recycling: $15/each;
— Recycling: $40/each;

— Landfill: $156/ton plus $45 Fee;

— By Appointment Only at $40/each

Certain conditions render a mattress inel-
igible for recycling at the District Transfer
Station. These mattresses will be charged at
the current disposal rate plus a $45 landfill fee.

On Blue-Bin Recycling
Recycling guidelines can be confusing. Yes, pizza
boxes are recyclable (even with some grease and
cheese!). Paperback books are no longer allowed.
Here’s some do’s and don'ts for curbside, blue
bin recycling so you can be an expert recycler.

Size Limits on Recyclables

Minimum size: 2 inches in 2
dimensions (e.g. length & width)

Maximum size: 2 feet in any one
dimension
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Backyard Composting Tips:
Keeping a Healthy Pile

Carbon and Nitrogen Ratio: Always
add three times the amount of brown
material (hay, straw, etc.) to greens
(food scraps).

Size and volume: Smaller ingredients
take less time to decompose because
decomposers can access more surface
area. Consider chopping, shredding, or
cutting up coarse ingredients.

T — Moisture and air: Keep the water
and air content in a pile balanced so the
) ingredients will break down aerobically,
J not anaerobically. Anaerobic digestion
leads to smelly compost piles.

Temperature and time: It takes time
to create a finished compost product.
Some piles will heat up and break
down fast, while others will remain cool.
Regardless of your method, a finished
product will form in about a year.

The District Transfer Station
accepts used clothing,
shoes and accessories
for  special recycling!
Clothing does not need
to be in wearable condi-
tion but must be CLEAN
and DRY. ltems must be
in closed plastic bags.
Accepted items include
mostclothing, footwear, and
accessories. We do NOT
ACCEPT ANY: Quilts,
rugs, pillows, fabric
scraps, comforters, mat-
tress toppers or pro-
tectors, or stuffed toys.

 Labels: How2Recycle Label explained

Some packages, containers, or other goods
have How2Recycle labels on them that help
determine if the item itself is recyclable or not.
While not perfect, this labeling system helps
to reduce the confusion about what can be and
cannot be recycled. Here's how they work:

Institutions, businesses, and schools are
invited to reach out for help with the Universal
Recycling Law (Act 148), diversion of food scraps,
recycling, or waste reduction. Email emily@
acswmd.org or call (802) 388-2333 and ask for
Emily. We offer compliance check-ins, technical
advice, classroom presentations, tours of the
District Transfer Station in Middlebury, and more.

The District offers school and municipial grants
that can help to fund the startup of a new recy-
cling, composting or reuse project. Examples
of past projects include schools funding wa-
ter bottle refill stations, sorting tables in cafe-
terias, and developing on-site composting sys-
tems. This grant is available each calendar year.

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What is the Addison County Solid Waste
Management District?

ACSWMD is a union municipal District that exists to cooper-
atively and comprehensively address the materials manage-
ment interests of our 21 member towns: Addison, Bridport,
Bristol, Cornwall, Ferrisburgh, Goshen, Leicester, Lincoln,
Middlebury, Monkton, New Haven, Orwell, Panton, Ripton,
Salisbury, Shoreham, Starksboro, Vergennes, Waltham,
Weybridge, and Whiting. The District promotes waste
reduction; maximizes diversion of materials through reuse,
recycling, and composting; and provides for the disposal of
remaining wastes.

District services include: use of the District Transfer Station
in Middlebury (including the HazWaste Center); use of the
Residential Drop-Off in New Haven,; solid waste planning
and management; public outreach; education programs,
including school workshops and events; technical support
and advocacy on waste-related issues; and enforcement
against illegal burning and dumping.

Hours: Mon-Fri: 7 AM - 3 PM, Sat: 8 AM -1 PM

The HazWaste Center at the Transfer Station is open Mon-
day through Friday, 8 AM - 2 PM & Saturdays, 8 AM - 1
PM. Business, school, and institution hazardous waste is
received by appointment only.

Loads must be properly sorted. We reserve the right to
inspect & reject or surcharge improperly sorted loads.

All visitors must check in at the Scalehouse. Thank you!

District Residential Drop-0ff

Location: 100 Kings Way (off 65 Campground Road),
New Haven, VT

Hours: Fridays, 8 AM to Noon

Please note that only the new Residential Drop-Off ac-
cepts household trash and recycling; the District Trans-
fer Station in Middlebury does not. The Residential Drop-
Off accepts household reycling, bagged trash, leaf & yard
waste, and food scraps. It operates currently as cash or
check only.

Recycling of the following landfill-banned items is man-
datory for residents and businesses in the District:
Newspaper, cardboard, boxboard, white & mixed paper,
magazines & catalogs, plastic bottles (#1-#2), glass bottles
(clear, green, brown), and metal cans. These mandated re-
cyclables can be commingled in the same bin along with
other non-mandated recyclable items that your hauler offers
to collect. Contact your hauler or local drop-off for disposal
of food scraps and leaf & yard waste. Food scraps, leaf &
yard waste, and clean wood are all accepted at the District
Transfer Station in Middlebury.
